Instruction Set to be followed for the enrollment and attending the Online FDP organized 

by E&ICT Academy IIT Guwahati 

• A Google Classroom will be created for each Online FDP (2-3 days before the commencement of 

the session and after the last day of registration) where every participants need to join. 

• A Telegram or Whatsapp Group will also be created for each Online FDP (2-3 days before the 

commencement of the session after the last day of registration) where every participant will be 

asked to join. The link for joining the Telegram/Whatsapp group will be shared through Email. 

• All information regarding the online FDP will be updated in both Google Classroom and the 

Telegram/Whatsapp Group. The Telegram/Whatsapp group will be active for only one hour post 

session i.e. from 6-7 pm. 

• The session will be held using the Video Conferencing (VC) Application “Cisco WebEx 

Meeting”. 

• The participants may join the session from Laptop/Desktop with Webcam. However, 

connecting via mobile phones will not be allowed.  

• The link to download the WebEx Meeting Installer for PC will be shared with the participants. 

The same can be downloaded from https://www.webex.com/downloads.html 

• A webinar will be held 2-3 days prior to the starting day of the FDP where all participants will be 

asked to join. The webinar will focus on demonstration of the WebEx Meeting Platform and the 

instructions and procedures the participants need to follow during the FDP sessions. 

• The participants need to ensure proper data connectivity and sufficient bandwidth to run the 

WebEx Meeting Platform smoothly. 

• Total 40 Hrs Course (6 days Programme)  

• A WebEx Meeting link will be shared with participants prior to the beginning of the sessions. 

Participants need to join the session by visiting the link.  

• The resource persons will in continuous contact with the participants during the Hands-on 

session. To save the use of surplus bandwidth, the participants may opt to be offline from the VC 

application during Hands-on sessions. However, to check the progress of the participants, the 

resource person or E&ICT IITG staff may randomly ask a participant to share his/her 

screen/application either in the VC application (if online) or in the WhatsApp group (if offline). 

Based on the activeness and performance in the Hands-on session, a grading weightage will be 

given. Based on the performance in the Hands-on session, a grading weightage will be given. 

• Continuous Monitoring and Assessment will be conducted by E&ICT Academy IIT Guwahati.

Application
